1. GENERAL INFORMATION
1. 1. The event “Ghetto Football Haapsalu” took place on June 27, 2025, in Haapsalu, Estonia, within the project: EE-LV00124 Latvian–Estonian football communities for social change and sustainability “Play Forward: Football for Social Sustainability”.
1. 2. The tournament was organized as a one-day street football competition.

2. COMPETITION FORMAT
2. 1. Matches were played in a 3 vs 3 format
2. 2. Each team consisted of:
2. 2. 1.  3 players on the field
2. 2. 2. 1 substitute
2. 3. Matches were played without referees and based on Fair Play principles
2. 4. In case of disputes, the final decision is made by the organizers

3. AGE GROUPS
3. 1. The tournament included the following age groups:
U12 – players born in 2013 or later
U14 – players born in 2011 or later
U16 – players born in 2009 or later
17+ – no age limit

4. VENUE AND FIELD
4. 1. The event took place in Haapsalu, Estonia
4. 2. Matches were played on a 15 x 10 m street football pitch with boards

5. MATCH RULES
5. 1. Match duration: 6 minutes (may be adjusted)
5. 2. No goalkeepers
5. 3. Handling the ball is not allowed
5. 4. Goals can be scored from any position on the field
5. 5. The match starts with a pass after a rock-paper-scissors decision

6. FOULS AND SANCTIONS
6. 1. Minor fouls result in possession awarded to the opposing team
6. 2. Serious fouls result in a 1 vs 1 penalty (“shootout”)
6. 3. 3 warnings result in disqualification. Disqualification may also be applied for:
- aggressive behavior
- fighting
- unsportsmanlike conduct

7. TOURNAMENT SYSTEM
7. 1. The tournament consisted of:
- Group stage
- Playoffs
7. 2. Points system in group stage:
- Win – 3 points
- Draw – 2 points
- Loss – 1 point
7. 3. In case of a draw in playoffs a penalty shootout is conducted

8. AWARDS
8.1. In each age group, the following teams were awarded:
- 1st place
- 2nd place
- 3rd place

9. PARTICIPATION AND RESPONSIBILITY
9. 1. Participants must follow safety and Fair Play principles
9. 2. Dangerous equipment is prohibited
9. 3. By participating, individuals agree to:
- photography and video recording
- use of materials for publicity purposes

- interpret the regulations
- make final decisions in dispute cases
- disqualify participants for rule violations
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
